What level of abuse do you suspect? 

Poor Practice Abuse 

Report your concerns to a senior member of

Officer [CWO]

Club Welfare Officer takes local action and 
records incidents in Club CP records 

Club Welfare Officer MUST deal

sent by Club Welfare Officer to EB Regional 
Welfare Officer outlining actions and 

resolution 

Are concerns as a result of “A disclosure by a child” or “What you see”? 

Ensure immediate safety of child.  Secure all material evidence – If above CWO threshold, CWO must 
refer to Regional Welfare Officer, National Compliance Manager, Police or Early Help and 
Safeguarding Hub on seriousness of alleged abuse – IF IN DOUBT ‘ASK’ 

• Record the disclosure verbatim – sign and date this record 

• Re-assure the child that they are not to blame 

• Inform the child’s parent or guardian with whom they live as soon 
as practicable - provided that they are not the perpetrator[s]! 

DO NOT 

• Question the child beyond ensuring accurate record of initial 
disclosure 

• Investigate the disclosure 

• Make promises of confidentiality to the child – this disclosure will 
be subsequently referred to other professionals 

• Take action against alleged perpetrators, then you MUST 
 

 

Subsequent action by Club Welfare Officer: 
Report full circumstances to Regional Welfare 
Officer in writing 
Ensure confidentiality is adopted – if immediate 
action is required ie: criminal abuse you MUST 

Inform NCPEM & Police or Early Help 
and Safeguarding Hub 

Document all you see and hear.
